12" Sunday in Ordinary Time

1st Reading: Job 38.1-4, 8-11++
2nd Reading: 2 Corinthians 5.14-17
Gospel: Mark 4.35-41 — Jesus Stills a Storm

Riding Through the Storms

Life, by its very nature, is filled with storms and difficulties. More
than once in the Gospel do we hear about Jesus calming a storm. In
the Gospel passage today, we are invited to reflect on the account of
Jesus asleep on the boat while the storm raged all around.

We can use our imagination to create the scene of this episode in our
minds. Presumably the storm was violent and loud, yet the Lord did
not rise from his sleep. Moreover, the disciples in their panic-stricken
state were likely yelling and making noise as they tried to steer the
boat through the waves. Lastly, the intensity of the storm likely meant
that waves, wind and rain would have been beating against Jesus’
sleeping body, yet he remained asleep. However, when the disciples
turned to Jesus for help, Jesus immediately wakes up and calms the
storm with three words: “Peace! Be still!”

In the midst of the storms of our lives, when we think we are all alone,
we should realize that Jesus is with us through it all. Instead of
panicking, we should strive to be still and peacefully take the time to
turn to God and ask for help. This should be the first thing we do
before we even try to solve the problem ourselves. Being a merciful
and loving Father, God will not delay in coming to our aid.

Summary

In Gospel today we hear the account of Jesus asleep on the boat
despite a harrowing storm raging all around. Jesus slept through the
wind, waves, rain, and noise, but awoke immediately when the
disciples came to Him for help. In the midst of the storms of our lives,
when we think we are all alone, we should turn to Jesus for help and
He will speedily come to our aid.
