It will be held every year
on the fourth Sunday in July near the liturgical memory of
Saints Joachim and Anne, grandparents of Jesus. Pope
Francis said, "It is important for grandparents to meet
their grandchildren and for grandchildren to meet their
grandparents.”

Date of the Indigenous Delegation to the Holy See

The Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops announced
that the delegation to the Holy See to foster meaningful
dialogue and healing with Indigenous Peoples and the Holy
Father will take place December 17 — 20, 2021.

An excerpt of the statement reads as follows:

“Pope Francis is deeply committed to hearing directly from
Indigenous Peoples, expressing his heartfelt closeness,
addressing the impact of colonization and the role of the
Church in the residential school system, in the hopes of
responding to the suffering of Indigenous Peoples and the
ongoing effects of intergenerational trauma. The Bishops of
Canada are deeply appreciative of the Holy Father’s spirit of
openness in generously extending an invitation for personal
encounters with each of the three distinct groups of
delegates — First Nations, Métis and Inuit — as well as a final
audience with all delegates together on 20 December 2021.”
