1st Reading: Sirach 35.15-17, 20-22

Gospel: Luke 18.9-14 – The Parable of the Pharisee and the Tax 

Collector 

Summary 
When we think of the missions in the church, we often think 
about those striving to spread the Gospel in remote areas 
ravaged by poverty. However, in our secular society there is 
rampant poverty all around us, for according to St. Teresa of 
Calcutta, “the most terrible poverty is loneliness, and the 
feeling of being unloved.” Let us begin to realize that missionary 
activity is fostered close to home and begins with a smile that 
can lead us to generously share our time with the parish 
community as true stewards of Christ. 

 

Three Moments, One Book 
 

Creation, Redemption, and Parousia are the three moments of 
the One History, are contained in a single Book, the Holy Bible. 
They are also proclaimed and lived in our liturgy.  In the 
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd, the 6-12 year old children see 
the three points which are so distant from each other in time, 
and the last one, Parousia, is still coming, as the future, as the 
object of our expectation, and the moment we await in hope.
